The men’s 10k was equally as exciting as Ugandan Samuel Kosgei (29:06) pulled away from 
Jim Grabow (29:11) in the final mile to set a new 10k course record above the Santa Monica 
Pier. 
 
The women’s divisions also featured some impressive performances from 2010 Olympian Jen 
Rhines (16:00) in the 5k and Emily Harrison (35:38) who held off 2009 winner Grace Padilla 
(36:04) ) in the 10k.

“To have this caliber of elite athletes from around the World showcase their 
talents, was a treat for the runners and residents of Santa Monica. Over 2500 runners and 
walkers took to the streets today for their own health and personal accomplishment, it was a 
memorable day.”
